METAL
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When using the washing machine, you have to
•  use a hand wash program to avoid straining the shoes too much.

•  remove insoles before washing

•  in the case of coloured shoes, remove the laces if they are white to avoid 
discolouration

•  Use a soft detergent. A wool detergent can be used for textile shoes.

•  Do not use fabric softener. This can make the upper materials porous and 
generate unpleasant odours in the shoes.

•  Wash shoes, if possible, in a laundry net to provide additional protection 
from the washing drum.

Shoe care

For drying, we recommend
Use newspaper to stuff the wet shoes to reduce the drying time.

For drying DO NOT:

1. Use tumble drying, it can seriously damage the shoe.

2. dry in the sun, there is a risk of discoloration, especially with white 
shoes and outsoles.

3. dry on or under a radiator, high temperatures would damage the shoes.
